UNIFORM – 5.04
Adopted by the Board of Trustees September 2010
Rationale:

As part of enrolment procedure, and to encourage individual pride as well as pride in our school, students are to wear the correct and full compulsory school uniform at all times. 

Purpose

1.
To further enhance a sense of community and pride in belonging to Longburn School.
2. 
To ensure that all children are appropriately dressed for school.
3.     As a safety precaution to ensure that children from Longburn School are easily identifiable when out of our school grounds.

Guidelines

1. The compulsory school uniform consists of:

· School logoed ‘blurple’ polo shirt.
· Black shorts/Black skirt/Black skorts (which are a cross between a skirt) - These must not be any shorter than just above the knee and have no trims, other logos, decoration or colour on them.
· School logoed red polar fleece or vest.

· Plain black sandals or plain black shoes with plain black socks.

· Red school style issue sunhat

In winter terms (terms 3 & 4) students may wear:

· A plain black thermal top or singlet under their ‘blurple’ school polo shirt and plain black tights under skirts.
· Plain black long pants (no trim, logo, or other colours on them).

The sports uniform to be worn is:

· White logoed school polo shirt

· Plain black shorts
· Plain black shoes and plain black socks (black socks and sneakers if required in sport event).

The Hat is a compulsory item during summer months (Terms 1 and 4) – see also the procedure for Sun Sense: 5.12.

3. 
Payment options are available to families who cannot afford to pay cash upfront in full for their uniform orders.  There is also a second hand uniform facility available through the PTA for both the selling and purchasing of second hand uniforms.

Teachers will set an example by also wearing a school uniform red polar fleece vest or sweatshirt on school trips (and hat during summer terms).
